The 2021 Tahoe has been 
redesigned and only consumer models are being released at first, and pursuit ready Police models may take up to a 
year before they’re available.  

Siddons Martin, our new vendor for installing equipment and graphics on Police Tahoes, has two new 2020 models 
available and will hold them for us to purchase after October 1, 2020, if we sign a letter of intent, which they are 
providing. The City Attorney will review the letter when it is received. The actual purchase would be contingent upon 
Council approval of the budget.
