• Research Forest Dr. Right Turn Lane 

Has been submitted to Commissioner Noack’s office and has been approved to move 
forward.

Multiple meetings have taken place and a lot of progress has been made. Anticipated 
to have 30% of plans sent to staff and to county for review sometime in February.

Bleyl 
Engineering completed their portion of the project for the county. The advertisement 
for construction bid scheduled for February 19, 2020. The project is completely funded 
by the county.
